Suggestions for Transition, Yr1, and Yr2 students:

· Practice writing numbers to 10, 2 digit numbers for Yr1s and 2s.

· Trace around their left hand, then right hand and write numbers to 10 in the fingers. Ensure correct formation of numerals.

· Count and record the number and colour of cars that drive past your house in a half hour period. Yr1s & 2s – Write about your observations.

· Practice addition and subtraction at individual level eg. Trannies – combining 2 groups of objects with no more than 5 in each group. Use buttons, sultanas or the like. Count the total and record eg. 3and 4 makes 7. Yr 1s and 2s may be able to use larger numbers and should use the correct symbol when recording.

· Practice correct letter formation. Trannies – draw a picture of something that begins with the letter you have written. Yr 1s and 2s can practice letter formation too.
· Yr 1s and 2s – find 10 words in your reader that are difficult to spell and use these as your spelling words for the week. Practice look, say, cover, write, check.

· Read for at least 15 mins daily. Trannies can be read to and then draw a picture of the story. Yr 1s & 2s can read and then copy the print from their favourite page and illustrate.
· Keep a daily diary of the things you do.

· Play a board or dice game 

· Watch your favourite DVD and write a recount of the story.
