Suggestions for Years 3/4 and 5/6 

· Practice tables – write them out – get someone at home to test you! Write them on bits of paper with the answer on the back and test yourself. Work out which ones you don’t know. Practice these.

· Read for at least 15 minutes each day. Try to read a range of texts: newspapers, magazines, books, cookbooks etc 
· Choose 5 words from your reading which you are unfamiliar with and do the following activities: 
· After checking their meaning in the dictionary, place them in your own sentences

· Complete a Look, Say, Cover, Write, Check on the words everyday for a week

· Create a crossword puzzle with tricky clues for each of your words

· Create a word search
· Practise your handwriting using these words
· Write a description of a character from the story you are reading. 
· Offer to help in the kitchen. Try to help cook something like muffins or little cakes (always have an adult with you). Read the recipe and measure the ingredients. 
· Write a story about being a Superhero. What is your name? What are your powers? What problem do you need to solve and how do you do it? Think of a great title. 
· Count the number and colour of cars that go past your house. Draw a graph to show your results. If no cars go past your house – see if you can draw a graph of something else. Year 5/6 try not to use a bar graph. What else could you draw? 
· Play a game – a board game, cards, Uno etc 
· Tidy your bedroom – draw a plan of it. 
· Watch a DVD and write about it. 
· Look at the clock 5 times each day. Write the time and write down what you are doing. 
· Write a Journal 

· Write a timetable for each day for what you have done. 
· Go outside and play a game with someone eg 2 square, one on one basketball, soccer, hide and seek, marbles, make your own circuit with sit-ups and chin ups make a tunnel etc 
· Invent a new game. Write down the instructions and what equipment you might need. 
· Practice your musical instrument – if you play one!
