                                                                     BUT what do the Band levels mean? 
The NT Curriculum Framework (NTCF) provides students, 
teachers and parents with a map of how learning develops 
in all key areas of the curriculum. Teacher judgments, 
about a student’s current ‘ level’  of achievement are made 
using the outcome maps within the NT Curriculum 
Framework 
(more detail see http://www.deet.nt.gov.au/education/ntcf ).  
 
The NT Curriculum Framework Bands/Key Growth Points 
are approximately aligned to the years of schooling. 
Students may take two years to work towards achieving the 
outcomes within a Band.  
 
However your child will progress at their own rate and will 
often be at different levels in different areas of learning. 
For example, a Year 4 student may be working within 
Band 3 for Science and within Band 1 for English. 
 
At Alawa our teaching methodology is based on 
developmental learning, we do not expect our students 
within the same class, to be at the same stage of 
development i.e. Band Level. We do though expect our 
students to be working towards achieving the highest 
standard of which they are capable. 
 

There are three stages of growth within a Band/Key Growth Point.  
These are emerging, solid and comprehensive in progressive order.

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A to E Reports 
A to E Reports are included at the back of your child’s portfolio. You will notice the expected level are 
based on expectation at the end of the year, are shaded in grey, for some of the Maths and English 
outcomes that your child has been assessed in Semester 1. A grade level A B C D E is then given. Please 
note these levels have been agreed for all NT schools. At Alawa we have higher expectations and we 
would be expecting your child to receive a B or an A grade.  
 
English Second Language (ESL) 
ESL levels are used for children who languages at home other than Standard Australian English. Students 
learn a second language differently than their first language and using ESL levels for the English Strand 
describes the way the ESL learners develop their skills in English. Next semester Alawa staff will write a 
policy that will clearly identify which students will be assessed using ESL Band levels.  This semester we 
have only assessed some students using the ESL Levels. 
 
Semester 2 
Please enjoy looking through your child’s portfolio BUT they MUST come back early next term so we can 
use them for Semester 2. At the end of the year they are yours to keep use to track your child’s 
development over the years.
