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Funding Priority Survey — Alawa School Council, 2008

Background

At the last School Council and many prior meetings, a significant proportion of the discussion has been on
Council fundraising and funding priorities. The Council at the next meeting intends to establish the priority
of major projects, and decide the major project for 2008. Currently there are two major projects being
considered, which have been ‘on the burner’ for several years: replacing the school bus and upgrading the
existing playground.

Replacing the existing school bus
The current school busisold, frequently requires repairs and parents have expressed concerns about the
appearance/state/safety of the busin the past. Currently some of the uses of the school businclude
transporting students to:

class excursions,

swimming lessons

events such as The Beat and sporting carnivalsevents; and

after-school care at Nakara Primary School.
It is envisaged that the existing bus will cease operation for Alawa Primary School within the next twelve
months. Consequently, the Council needs to consider if it wishes to replace the bus, which will be a costly
exercise (estimated between $40K to $60K and upward). If the Council chooses not to replace the bus,
either the activities mentioned above will not take place, or aternative forms of transport will be required
(which may be more costly to the users or inconvenient).

Upgrading the existing playground

There are currently two playgrounds; one located between the main buildings and Stedcombe St for
younger students and one located near the caretaker’ s residence which isfor older students. Both
playgrounds currently do not have shade. The playground for older students comprises some older wooden
equipment, which has seen many repairs done in the past, but is now unable to be repaired any further. It is
believed that these pieces of equipment will need to be removed within the following twelve months. The
remaining pieces are becoming dated and have a limited range of activities that students/teachers can use
the equipment for. Similarly, upgrading the playground will be a costly exercise (again estimated at costing
at least $50K and upwards).

The Council recognises that both of these projects are important, but a decision must be made as to which
oneisfirst. Whatever the decision, the Council will be required to undertake extensive fundraising

activitiesin 2008. Thus we are seeking the opinions of the Alawa School Community and would sincerely
appreciate your comments and feedback in the following short survey.
