The SLC is an important 
program for our Upper Primary students 
as it focuses on developing qualities and 
skills for effective leadership, being 
representatives for Bakewell students and 
our school and making a contribution to 
the wider community.

Bakewell Primary School Council plays a 
very important role in our school.  It is 
one way in which parents can support 
their child/ren’s school, keep informed 
about what is happening in the school and 
is an avenue through which parents can 
communicate their ideas in relation to the 
school.

To commence this 
year’s School Council AGM there will be 
a presentation from Mr Adam Voigt about 
Restorative Practices which underpins 
Bakewell Primary’s approach to 
Behaviour Management.  Mr Voigt who 
was previously an Assistant Principal at 
Bakewell and Principal at a number of  
NT schools has significant expertise and 
knowledge in the area of Behaviour  
Management. His presentation will be 
both engaging and informative so I 
encourage parents and guardians to come 
along. 
School Council meets on the third 
Wednesday of each month during the 
school term.  This usually works out to be 
two meetings per term or eight for the 
year.  The time frame for meetings is 
usually one hour from 6.00 to 7.00pm.

Now that we have all had a week to settle 
back into the routines of school life at 
Bakewell and new families and students 
have become a little more familiar with the 
school’s environment and procedures it is 
timely to remind everyone of their 
responsibilities for the safety of students 
(and other adults) in the school’s carpark 
areas and around our school particularly at 
the end of the day.  Collecting students at 
2.30pm can  be very hectic and even more 
so if it is raining.  Cars can be banked up 
around the roundabout on Buscall Avenue 
waiting to get into the front car park.  
Drivers who park on the grassed areas can 
be fined $100 if they drive over the 
pedestrian footway.  Palmerston City 
Council Rangers are regularly monitoring 
our carpark areas.  I strongly encourage 
parents/families to delay or stagger the pick 
up time for their child/ren.  There is 
someone on duty supervising the students in 
the Front Carpark from 2.30—2.55pm each 
day.  You would  be surprised what a 
difference coming 10 or 15 minutes later 
makes and how much easier it is to find a 
park or pull into the Kiss and Go pick up 
and drop off lane.

This year we continue to implement the 
You Can Do It program across the 
school.

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� Mobile Phones 

Our school’s procedure for students with mobile 
phones at school is to have them placed in the Class 
Message Bag in the morning and sent to the Front 
Office for safe keeping during the day. Unless it is 
extremely necessary for after school 
communication with families, student mobile 
phones should be left at home. Students and parents 
are to use the normal channels of communication 
(phoning through the Front Office) during the day 
for parent/student contact, 
emergencies, change of after school 
arrangement etc.  

 

Bicycles/Scooters Security and Safety 

Children riding bicycles or scooters to school are 
required to supply and use a chain and locking 
device so that bicycles/scooters can be secured to the 
school’s bike racks. For additional security each 
bike rack has a cable and locking device that is 
organised by the school’s Maintenance Officer each 
morning and unlocked in the afternoon just prior to 
home time. Whilst every effort is made to ensure the 
security of bicycles/scooters, they are ‘parked’ in the 
school grounds at the owners risk. Please emphasise 
regularly to your children the need for safety and 
common sense when riding to and from school. 
Where possible students should be using 
footpaths/cycle paths and crossing the road at School 
Crossings. The wearing of bicycle helmets is 
compulsory (and the law) for  children in the 
Northern Territory.  

Wet Weather 
Traditionally we have quite a few wet 
days and storms during Term One. It  
is therefore important that 
parents/families know the school’s Wet 
Weather procedures. The school will 
not automatically dismiss children at the end of the day if 
there is an electrical storm or it is raining too heavily. 
Children will remain in class under teacher supervision 
until we consider the weather okay for them to make their 
way home safely. Parents wishing to collect the children 
from the classroom may do so. Older siblings from the 
school should not be sent to collect younger brothers and 
sisters. In cases of an impending storm parents may wish 
to collect students from school/class a little earlier and 
‘beat the storm’. Please plan with your child/ren now so 
they know what will be happening if it is raining heavily 

or there is an electrical storm at 2.30pm.  
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
