After collating 
this information there was a general 
overall feeling that: 
· Students are proud of their work and 

enjoy sharing this with family members.  
· The Portfolio helps parents to keep track 

of what the students are learning at 
school so they know what support / 
follow up is required. 

· Many parents are pleased with their 
child’s Term One progress and are very 
proud and encouraging of their children 
and the work they complete at school. 

· There is a lot of hard work by teachers 
and students in organising the work for 
the Portfolios (and many parents are 
appreciative of this). 

· Areas of concern and further 
improvement were identified. 

Teachers are appreciative of this feedback 
as it assists them in ensuring the Student 
Learning Portfolio is a valuable and 
realistic assessment of students’ progress 
each term.  In addition the feedback helps 
to identify where follow up or further 
work is required. 
This week a new program called Bluearth 
commenced in our school.  The primary 
aim of the program is to engage children 
and instil within them a life-long love of 
physical activity.  The Bluearth approach 
is underpinned by the following elements: 
· Alignment - posture and structure. 
· Energetics - stability and efficiency of 

movement. 
· Connectivity - development and 

coordination of skills. 

· Breathing - rhythmical and 
integrated with movement. 

· Attentiveness - ability to remain 
focussed on the task. 

Bluearth has successfully conducted 
movement education programs in 600 
schools across Australia.  This 
program will be implemented in 
selected classes by a trained facilitator 
every Tuesday for the remainder of 
the year. 
I continue to be disappointed and 
somewhat frustrated with the traffic 
congestion in the school’s front 
carpark.  Last Friday afternoon was a 
prime example - cars backed up to the 
Buscall Avenue roundabout making it 
difficult for traffic coming into 
Forrest Parade to get through.  There 
is one simple solution - stagger your 
afternoon pick up time in the front 
carpark - come 5 or 10 minutes later.  
There is someone on duty in the front 
carpark area until 2.55pm each 
afternoon.  Let your children know 
that you won’t be there until 2.40, 
2.45 or even 2.50pm.  We are happy 
to supervise the children until you 
arrive particularly if it makes the 
carpark area less congested and safer 
for everyone. 
What a very enjoyable Early 
Childhood assembly we had last 
Friday to commence Term 2. Thank 
you to Mrs McLaren, Ms Sutton and 
all the ‘little bumble bees’.  The 
Transition students looked great as 
they performed for the assembly 
audience.  Of particular mention are 
the two students, Riley Reid and 
Tatum Mortimer who were the MCs - 
a fantastic effort.  Thank you to the 
many parents / families who joined us 
last Friday.
