Learning and teaching
context

In 2001 the school continued to use Kriol in the school
as alanguage of instruction.

The early childhood section consisted of an early
childhood class and a preschool class. There were two
primary classes, one provided for good attenders (those
who consistently attend 80% or better). Theirregular
attenders primary class of the school used Walking
Talking Texts asits major resource for the English
program. Theregular attenders classis now able to
operate in an English only mode without the need for an
ESL structured program.

In the secondary area the school continued operating in
high school mode with students moving to various
rooms and teachers for their subjects. The secondary
program is primarily sourced through NTOEC and
Barunga is now developing a co-operative planning
approach with NTOEC in the delivery of the courses.
VET course continued in partnership with BIITE with
VET in schools funding for Hairdressing and
Community maintenance and VEGAS funding for NTU
courses. ECEF funding assisted with work placement
for some students.




Strategic Plan

The major thrusts of the strategic plan for 2001 were a consolidation of the areas
developed in 2000: Attendance, Development of Secondary Options, and Behaviour.

Attendance: The school continued with the following strategies;

School Acquaintance Scheme where ateacher and an assistant teacher were
released in the afternoon to visit familiesin their homes to discuss school. Thiswas
highlighted in the Collins Review as an example of best practise.

The Good Attender s Class where those students with 80% or better attendance
rate in the primary area were placed in one class with the view to lifting their
achievement levels to mainstream level.

Thelrregular Attenders Class where the rest of the primary students were
place and instruction took place in Kriol to assist those students to better understand the
schooling process and try to increase the attendance rate.

The consolidation of the Preschool program has lead to the program having the
support of the community as evidenced by the number of parents and grandparents who
accompany their children. The school is currently considering incorporating a “Créche
type’ facility under the JET program through Department of Community and Family
Services. Thiswill alow usto develop atrue Head Start program where mothers and
grandmothers can bring their young children and learn how to look after the children
and develop their readiness for school.

The continuing I ncentive Scheme funded by ASSPA where students earn points
for coming to school on time which are cashed in for prizes. This has been extended to
special trips away for those who achieve 80% in the previous term. The trips include
skating and cinema visits etc.

Secondary Options: The school consolidated the operation of the secondary
section in a high school mode with a period timetable and students moving between
classes and teachers for their various subjects. The majority of the courses are being
sourced from NTOEC (with the school continuing its association with Katherine High
for Year 8 maths). VET-in-schools funding provided the Hairdressing and Community
Maintenance courses in conjunction with BIITE and VEGAS funding provided
Certificate units in woodwork and motor mechanics at NTU. 30 students received
statements of achievement in VET courses.



The co-operative approach developed with NTOEC allowed for arationalisation of the
enrolment meaning that those students not actively working on a course were removed
from theroll quickly. Thishas meant that NTOEC statistics on the students became an
accurate reflection of the progress on the students. By the end of 2001 Barunga students
had achieve an 80% rate of successful progress through their courses. Thisrate of
progress is higher than the NTOEC average for non-community students.

Behaviour: The school has now operated its draft procedures for afull 12 months.
These have now become accepted practise within the school and have gain acceptance
by the community. The next stage isto formalise these into policy statements.




Student L earning Outcomes

The school aims for students to be able to operate a mainstream levels. Thisis
measured by the Profiles and MAP test in primary and by their course resultsin
secondary.

Primary

The primary school has three levels of “benchmarking”. Thefirst is ESL 01 Speaking
on the ESL national profiles for Junior primary students which isthe level for Grade
1's, theaim of the ILLS program.

13 studentsin the junior section of the school attained that level in 2001.

The second “benchmark” is Eng 02 Reading on the English national profiles for the
primary students which is the same level as measured by the Grade 3 benchmarks on the
MAP test.

16 students in the primary section of the school attained that level in 2001 including 2
eight year old students undertaking the MAP test.

The third “benchmark” is Eng 03 Reading on the English national profiles for primary
students which is the same level as measured by the Grade 5 benchmark on the MAP
test and is sufficient to work effectively on High School level 3 courses.

9 students in the primary section of the school attained that level in 2001.

In total 56 students were profiled in 2001, the rest were either too young (Transition are
not profiled) or attended too infrequently to be profiled.

56% of students profiled attained acceptable standard.

Secondary

In junior secondary Barunga students were enrolled in atotal of 121 individua course at
NTOEC, 21 of these had limited or unsatisfactory progress. The rest (82%) had
satisfactory progress. Thisrate of satisfactory progress is higher than the rate for overall
students and much higher than the rate for community school students. The majority of
these course were at Year 8 level, however 17 wereat Year 9, 1 at year 10 and 17 were
VET courses.

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Four students were enrolled in senior secondary courses through NTOEC. Two are
continuing in 2002. One student completed the course requirements for NTCE stage 1
and is now enrolled at St Johns College. One student partially completed Stage 2. She
has now moved to Perth and has been accepted in Curtin University.

30 undertook some VET courses during the year and received certificates of attainment.
One student completed Cert 2 in Business.



Staff Development

A wide variety of inservices were undertaken by staff covering such areas as computer
usage, Walking Taking Texts, ECEF training etc having been identified in the staff
member’sindividua performance plan. However the main thrust of staff devel opment
in 2001 was for Barunga staff to explain to other schools the programs that operate at
Barunga and the successes of the program to date. Thiswas achieved by presentation at
the following events:

Highlights

The school started the year with 5 students in the senior secondary section of the school
and end with 4 students working there. Two students are continuing their coursesin
2002. One student Eventhia Friday completed all the course requirements for Stage 1
NTCE and is now enrolled at St Johns College. The other student Anne Marie Curtis
complete part of stage 2 NTCE. She has now been accepted in Curtin University. This
isthe first time a student from Barunga studying with NTOEC has been accepted
straight into a university course from secondary school.

In junior secondary Barunga students enrolled in 121 course and attained satisfactory
progress in 82% of these, which is arate higher than that achieved by NTOEC' s overall
students and much higher than the average for community schools.

30 students received statements of achievements towards VET Certificates in a number
of areaincluding Community Studies, Hairdressing and Business. One students
received a Cert 2 in Business.

In the primary school 16 students attained alevel sufficient to perform at the Grade 3
benchmark on the MAP test, 9 of these attained alevel sufficient to be able to undertake
high school courses at Level 3. Overall 56% of the assessed Primary students attained
an acceptable level of attainment.
