Section 2 – Professional Activity
The selection committee will consider three main areas organised with evidence presented under the following headings: -
1. Advocacy, support and promotion of the use of ICT.
2. Mentoring and leadership of groups and individuals.
3. Setting directions and exhibiting leadership.
These areas should address the following criteria:

· Achieve excellence in ICT in education innovation and development and work to improve the quality of education. 

· Use ICT to develop supportive, positive learning environments. 

· Assist in building partnerships to advance the use of ICT in education (eg. school and community partnership, school and industry partnership.) 

· Plan, develop and implement programs to advance ICT in education. 

· Provide advocacy for ICT in education to the extent their work is used as a model for others. 

· Serve as a catalyst for policy change and development of ICT in education. 

· Have contributed to ITEANT and/or ACCE work and actively participated in the professional communities of these organizations. 

· Have nurtured and mentored individual groups and associations to enhance the use of ICT in Education. 

· Are currently conducting research and/or writing about ICT in education. 

· Consistently provide a strategic approach aimed at developing and enhancing the skills of educators. 

· Are able to demonstrate the capacity to clearly articulate an ICT in education vision for their organization. 

· Inspire others to strive for excellence.
Candidates do not necessarily have to meet every criteria.
