What does a lunch container look like? 
What size and shape does it need to be?  

 
Your childôs lunch container goes into a class refrigerator and therefore half-filled, large insulated bags 
are unnecessary.  Larger-than-necessary lunch containers take up much refrigerator space, making it 
difficult to fit them all in with a minimum of fuss. 
 

When buying your childôs lunch container, consider: 
V Choosing one that fits the lunch requirements neatly and adequately, with little extra space 
V Decreasing the amount of packaging 
V Using alternatives to plastic and foil, such as paper bags, reusable containers, non-wax lunch 

paper, reusable sandwich bags 
V Re-filling existing drink bottles instead of purchasing boxed juice or plastic drink containers 
V Skipping the chips and replacing them with fruit and vegetable snacks 

 

By buying lunch containers with reusable containers, reusing lunch bags and cutting down on pre-
packaged snacks, you will: 
V save money 
V reduce the amount of rubbish at school 
V assist the class teacher in solving the class refrigerator space problem
