Donations can be left with Kathy at the front 

office or sent to your childôs class.  

Students whose classes are not part of the program this term still have the opportunity to be involved in the 

garden at lunch times ï especially as the weather cools. As crops are ready for harvest we will continue to 

take the fresh produce around for all to taste at recess or lunch times.
