I’ve always enjoyed statistics. They are interesting for what they can tell us, for what 
they hide and for the many varied ways you can make them tell your own story. 
 
A recent headline in a paper was aimed once again at the low literacy and numeracy 
levels of Northern Territory students following this year’s national testing. This could 
alarm quite a lot of you but if we read right to the last few sentences we see that our 
Minister tells the full story which is that there are large differences in levels that occur 
across out Territory community. In fact, most school and students here in Darwin are 
performing quite well. 
 
It is not right that a section of our community is achieving below the level that we 
should expect but it is quite misleading to try to paint Territory education as below 
standard. 
 
I hope that you know our school well enough to realise that the education your child 
is receiving here is right up there with the best in Australia. Our challenge is to ensure 
that all NT children have access to this high level of education.
